Oppressed    Only Acts 10:38 and James 2:6   Oppress (καταδυναστεύουσιν)    The 
preposition κατά, against, implies a power exercised for harm. 
 
1 John 3:8b   For this purpose the Son of God was manifested, that He might destroy 
the works of the devil.     NKJV 



 
Might destroy  (λύσῃ)   Lit., dissolve, loosen.. "The works of the devil are represented 
as having a certain consistency and oherence.  
 
They show a kind of solid front. But Christ, by His coming, has revealed them in their 
complete unsubstantial nature. He has 'undone' the seeming bonds by which they
